4. Keep straight onto US-69 S (38.1 mi)

5. Take ramp right for KS-152 toward E 2200 Rd (0.2 mi)

6. Turn left onto KS-152 (0.1 mi)

7. Keep straight onto E 2200th Rd (0.2 mi)

8. Turn left onto Valley Rd  Unpaved Road (1.4 mi)

Arrive at 23095 Valley Rd, Lacygne, KS on the right
